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The Amathole District Municipality was declared a drought disaster area by the Minister 
of Water Affairs and Environment in July 2009. The dams of several towns and villages 
within the district have run dry and the ADM is hard pressed to provide alternate sources 
of water to the affected communities. We must make every effort to save water as much 
as possible.

Seeing that certain communities, particularly in the former Transkei area have yet to 
receive reticulated water, the ADM took the decision to ensure that these communities 
were given the means to harvest rain water until services could reach them. Thus the 
Department of Water Affairs has granted the ADM the sum of R833 000 towards the 
procurement of water tanks, gutters and fittings. The ADM intends to procure 315 tanks, 
gutters and fittings for the same number of beneficiaries for residents in the Mbhashe 
villages of Ginyintsimbi, Mhlahlana, Lubanzi and Nqileni. The project will be implemented 
over a period of six weeks.

The first 50 tanks, gutters and fittings will be handed over to the residents 
in Ginyintsimbi at an event to be held on 23 March 2010.

In light of the critical water shortages in the Eastern Cape, it has become imperative for the Amathole District 
Municipality to impose water restrictions as set out in the NOTICE below. Accordingly, the Amathole District Municipality 
hereby gives NOTICE that in terms of Section 30 of its Water Supply and Sanitation Services By-law, the following will 
be prohibited with effect from 1 May 2010:
1. The use of water in excess of 500 litres per day or 15 kilolitres per month per household.
2. The use of water obtained from the Municipality's water supply system for:

a. watering of gardens, lawns, grassed areas, flower beds, sports fields, bowling greens, golf greens and fairways, croquet lawns,
    turf wickets, and the like;
b. topping up or filling of fountains, ornamental ponds and the like;
c. filling or topping up of swimming and paddling pools;
d. washing of paved areas, walls, roofs, buildings and similar structures.

3. The use or operation of:
a. hose pipes;
b. sprinklers, sprinkler and drip systems;
c. automatic swimming pool fillers;
d. automatic urinal flushing systems;
e. the connection of a hose pipe or any form of irrigation to a tap supplying water from the Municipality's water system unless for the
    purposes permitted in terms of this notice.

E X E M P TIO N S
1. The use of water obtained from sources other than the Municipality's water supply system.
2. Watering gardens, lawns, grassed areas and flower beds by means of a hand held container. This exemption does not apply in

respect of the towns/communities of Bedford, Adelaide, Chintsa, Cathcart or Dutywa, where the use of hose pipes and/or hand-held
containers, is prohibited.

3. The use or operation of a hose pipe or sprinkler system for fire-fighting.
4. The prohibitions contained in this notice shall not apply in any case specifically exempted by the Municipal Manager in writing,

following a formal application to the Municipality for exemption of one or more of the prohibitions listed in this notice.

THE CONTRAVENTION OF THESE PROHIBITIONS MAY CONSTITUTE A CRIMINAL OFFENCE AS PROVIDED FOR IN SECTION 136 OF THE BY-LAW.
